HEALTH AND SOCIAL WELL-BEING PARTNERSHIP (HSWBP)

	GUIDANCE NOTES


The following notes have been put together to help you through the application process for community grants and strategic funding available through the HSWBP.

What is Gedling Partnership?

Gedling Partnership is a Local Strategic Partnership or LSP. LSPs help local organisations work together to tackle local issues including improving health and reducing health inequalities.  

Gedling Partnership has agreed five priority themes that affect the borough now and are likely to affect it in the future. These priorities are reflected in the vision for the borough that is outlined in the Vision of Gedling Borough in 2026:- 
· A place of safe and strong communities

· A place where people are treated fairly and have the opportunity to get involved

· A place where we take care of our environment

· A place where people can lead a healthy and active lifestyle

· A place that contributes to a vibrant and prosperous Greater Nottingham

What is the Health and Social Well-Being Partnership (HSWBP)?

The HSWBP is the group of the Gedling Partnership that is responsible for reducing health inequalities and improving the health and social well-being of children, young people, adults and older people in Gedling borough. In particular, the HSWBP is focussed on achieving outcomes relating to;

· Active and Healthy Communities (including physical activity, obesity prevention, smoking and alcohol)
· Good mental health

· Reduction in teenage pregnancy and improvements in young people’s sexual health

· Reduction in avoidable injuries

· Improved quality of life for older people

What projects will the HSWBP fund?

Funding is available through the HSWB grant scheme for projects that benefit individuals and communities in Gedling borough and that link into one or more of the key themes of the HSWBP.  Applications will be considered on receipt, but all forms should be received by Thursday 18thAugust 2011.  The funds to support this grant scheme in 2011-2012 are limited.  The scheme is looking to approve funding for high quality projects to be approved at the end of August 2011.  Please submit your application at the earliest opportunity.  The most suitable requests are for defined projects with one-off costs. Funding is generally limited to one grant per organisation per year, but a strong second proposal may be considered if funding permits.  
Which application form should I fill in?

There are two different types of grant available through the HSWBP, each with their own application form.

Community grants

One of the most effective ways of improving health and social well-being and reducing health inequalities is through the work of the community and voluntary sector. Community grants of up to £750 are available to community and voluntary organisations or statutory organisations working in partnership with the local community. The level of community grants is set low so that they are simple to apply for and administer and so that the limited funding available through the HSWBP can reach as many projects as possible. Organisations will be expected to provide a final project report to the HSWBP.

Strategic funding

Strategic funding of between £750 and £5000 is available to community, voluntary and statutory organisations working in close partnership relationships to deliver projects that address the key themes of the HSWBP. Funding is based on the delivery of measurable outputs and key outcomes. Organisations will need to be able to provide evidence of their contribution towards these outputs and outcomes, and will be expected to provide six monthly updates and a final project report to the HSWBP.

Please contact the HSWBP Administrator (see end) for copies of each application form, which are available in both paper and electronic format.

How do I fill in my application form?

If possible, please fill in an electronic application form. If this is not possible, please fill in a paper application form. Try to answer every question and if you cannot or the question does not apply to your application, please answer ‘Not applicable’ and explain why.

Make sure that your application is clear. Don’t write more that you need to and be realistic about what you are asking for. If there is not enough space on the form for everything you want to include, you can continue on up to 2 sides of A4. Please make sure that any extra sheets are marked with the question number and the name of your organisation.

Remember to provide as much information as you can about your organisation and its work. If you would like to provide extra information, such as an annual report or publicity leaflet, please send it in with your application form.

If you are a community or voluntary organisation, Gedling Community and Voluntary Services (see end) can help you fill in your application form or check it over before you send it in.

Where do I send my application form?

Once you have filled in your application form, please e-mail or post it to the HSWBP Administrator (see end). We will let you know that we have received your application form within 2 weeks of receiving it.

What happens next?
Community grant applications will be considered by a senior representative of the Public Health Team from NHS Nottinghamshire County and a manager from Gedling Community and Voluntary Services. Strategic funding applications will be considered by the funding sub-group of the HSWBP, made up of representatives from partner organisations. The funding steering group will meet every two months, enabling all applications to receive a response within ten weeks of the applications being received.  If further clarification on your funding proposal is required, however, it may extend this response time.
To qualify for these grants your organisation must be set up formally and your bank account must have more than one signatory.  A signed agreement between your organisation and the HSWBP outlining the terms and conditions of the grant will be required. Payment of the full amount awarded will be made up front. If your application is not successful, we will tell you in writing why we were unable to accept it. 
How long do I have to complete my project and spend my grant?

Projects should be completed and all spending accounted for by 31st March 2013, unless agreed by the HSWBP. 
How do I report on my project?

It is very important that you tell us clearly what results you expect from your project. You will need to plan from the start how you will measure these results and how you will know your project has been successful.

If you are awarded a community grant, you will need to send us a final report on your activity and spending (including all relevant invoices and receipts). You will do this by filling in a final report form that we will send to you. You will need to return your final report within one month after the completion of your project and no later than 30 April 2013.
If you are awarded strategic funding, you will need to send us a similar final report as well as a 6 monthly update of your progress. You will do this by filling in final report and 6 monthly update forms that we will send to you.

Six monthly updates and final reports will be presented at meetings of the HSWBP so that partners can be kept up-to-date with your progress and success.
Information for forwarding your invoice.

The successful receipt of funding will require applicants to submit an invoice to us by November 2011 explaining how you would like the payments to be made (accompanied by the signed agreement) (address details below).  Payments will be made by cheque or bank transfer. If a cheque is requested please indicate to whom it should be payable.  For a bank transfer the bank account name, number and sort code details should be given on the invoice.
