Community First is an £80m Office for Civil Society-  #3% CabinetOffice
funded programme that will run for four years, until Office for Civil Society
March 2015. It will help communities come together

through new and existing community groups, to identify their strengths and
local priorities, plan for their future and become more resilient. The fund is
divided into two strands. £30 million will be used to provide small grants. The
remaining £50 million will be used to match private donations invested in
community endowment funds which will pay out money for small grants well

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Support for the Very Long Term Unemployed Programme
Enable is getting involved in a new programme as part of a Nottinghamshire
pilot project launched by Jobcentre Plus which starts on 7 November 2011.

Support for the Very Long-Term Unemployed (SftVLTU) is intended to help
claimants move off benefits and into employment by equipping them with a
valuable period of work experience, enabling them to develop disciplines and
skills associated with sustained employment. For example this work
experience involves attending on time, on a regular basis as part of a working
routine, carrying out specific tasks and working under supervision and helping
them capitalise on this through provider-led job search support.

The programme is open to voluntary or community-based organisations who
wish to take on a placement for a period of 26 weeks. The individual would
work for 30 hours and carry out up to an additional 10 hours of supported job
search either with Enable or one of our partner organisations. Enable currently
have placements being offered in areas such as administration, retail, catering
and gardening. Unfortunately the funding available is limited to costs for
childcare and bus fares for the participant to and from work. During the
placement the individual remains on their benefits until they find a job.

‘Good Governance — a Code for the Voluntary Good

and Community Sector: Smaller Organisation
Version’ was launched during Trustees Week, to provide
a framework for smaller organisations to govern in a way
that is appropriate to their size.

This version of the code has been written to meet the needs of smaller
organisations without staff. As organisations grow and take on staff or
premises, additional considerations and rules come into play. Growth may also
mean that more formal structures and practices become necessary. It builds on
the success of the second edition of ‘Good Governance’ and is designed to be
clearer and easier to use for those organisations with limited resources, while
mirroring the principles of the main code. Supporting the smaller organisation
code is a glossary to explain some of the more legalistic and technical jargon.

The Warm Home Discount Scheme Provides £120 Rebate on

Electricity Bills in Winter 2011/12
Pension Credit customers are automatically considered for the Warm Home
Discount of £120
People may qualify for this energy rebate if all the following apply:

« they got only the Guarantee Credit element of Pension Credit on the

qualifying date (11 September 2011)
» their energy provider is participating in this scheme — see ‘Energy
suppliers participating in this scheme’ below

» their name, or your partner’s name is on the electricity bill
You will not qualify automatically if you get the Savings Credit element of
Pension Credit.
How the Warm Home Discount Scheme works
The Department for Work and Pensions (DWP) and participating electricity
suppliers will share some limited information about their customers. This allows
participating electricity suppliers to give the energy rebate automatically to
customers who qualify.
The Warm Home Discount Scheme will run for four years from winter 2011/12.
Rebates will be paid and funded by participating electricity suppliers.
Energy suppliers participating in the scheme
The electricity suppliers involved in this scheme are: Atlantic, British Gas, EDF
Energy, E.ON, Equipower, Equigas, Manweb, M&S Energy, npower,
Sainsbury's Energy, Scottish Gas, Scottish Hydro, ScottishPower, Southern
Electric, SSE, Swalec and Utility Warehouse.

Support with Confidence - new directory
People in Nottinghamshire who need social care and support are being urged
to use a new directory of reliable paid workers.
Support With Confidence, which has been set up by Nottinghamshire County
Council, is a web-based directory of potential employees who can help older
and disabled people with things like:

e getting them out of bed, washed and dressed

e taking them out for trips e.g. the pub or theatre

e walking people’s dogs

e helping out with shopping, housework or the garden
Everyone on the directory has received training and has been checked by the
County Council.
People who receive a personal budget for their social care can then select who
they want from the directory to provide a particular service. They will then
interview that person and, if they are happy, offer them the job.

Personal budgets are given to people who are eligible for long term social care
support by the County Council. They have an assessment with a social care



worker, where they decide how they wish to spend their money to best meet
their needs.

New Police Non-Emergency Number

From Monday 7 November communities across Nottinghamshire will have
access to 101, the national non-emergency telephone number for the police
service in England and Wales.

The current non-emergency number, 0300 300 9999, will cease on December
7. After this date, people who call the number will be met with a message
stating that the number has been replaced with 101.

While 999 is a well-recognised number used to report emergencies, the 2010
British Crime Survey found that only 54% of the public knew how to contact
their local police if they wanted to talk about policing, crime or antisocial
behaviour.

The introduction of 101 will help keep neighbourhoods safe by giving residents
one easy way to contact their local force to report non-emergency crime and
disorder or to speak to their local officers.

Calls to 101 will cost 15 pence per call, no matter how long you are on the
phone — this applies to both landlines and mobile phones.

Credit Unions Will be Able to Provide Services to Community

Groups

Parliament has approved changes to legislation which will allow credit unions to
provide services to community groups, attract investment from local businesses
and extend services to new groups, including housing association tenants and
employees. Credit unions will also be able to pay interest on savings, instead of
a dividend, so people will more easily be able to compare rates. The rules
come into force from 8th January 2012.

Wikipedia's UK Arm Becomes a Charity

The UK arm of the company that runs the online encyclopaedia Wikipedia has
been registered as a charity. The Charity Commission has granted Wikimedia
UK charitable status as it provides a "public resource" by making information
accessible to the public. Wikimedia's solicitor, as reported by Third Sector, said
that the decision was an important development as the promotion of open
access to content had not previously been recognised as a charitable purpose.
